The following news release has been prepared as a pattern to assist participating Kiwanis clubs in publicizing this annual Kiwanis event.  Modify or expand the release as you wish – it is only offered as a pattern to follow.

News releases should always be double-spaced (one blank line between each typed line) and typed on only one side of each sheet of paper.  Also, add the name and telephone numbers of a contact person at the top of the release, in case the editor wants additional information.

Weekly newspapers and small-town daily newspapers are more likely to publish articles about Kiwanis club activities than major metropolitan daily newspapers.  However, large newspapers sometimes publish separate editions for different metropolitan areas.  Check with the newspaper and send news releases to the editor for the area your club serves.

OCTOBER 2007:  Retype this news release (double-spaced) on your club letterhead with appropriate local information and submit to your local newspapers immediately following your officer installation ceremony.  Include a portrait photo of the new club president, if possible.
