1.  Appoint an advisor to the K -Kids club 

Make sure the advisor is adequately trained.

3. Maintain an expense line item in the

4. Meet with the school principal or director of the 
community center before the beginning of the 
school year.

Review the school / community ctr. calendar

Ask how K -Kids can be of service. 

Decide the best time to hold meetings.

Schedule an time to meet with the PTO/PTA

Brainstorm ways to involve parents with the 
club.



Supporting your K-Kids Club!

5. Ensure K-Kids members and club officers 
receive proper training after officer elections.

Elect club officers: 

At the end of the school year. 

(May or June)

or 

At the beginning of the new school year. 

(Aug. or Sept.)
